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The fundamental value of Dawn Cultural and Educational
Charitable Association, Kuala Lumpur & Selangor (“Dawn*)
is built upon the objective to foster a harmonious and
peaceful society for all human beings via education and
cultural awareness related activities.

With the vision of service to the society, Dawn hopes that
through education and cultural awareness to promote the
spirit of goodwill, volunteerism and humanitarianism, to all
races, religions or creed.

The seed of Dawn was planted two decades ago with the
birth of the Persatuan Pengajian Agama ChiHui Tang Kuala
Lumpur, which is a registered organization that has over the
two decades extended its social contribution beyond a
religious organization. With the support of many members
who share the vision of volunteerism, ChiHui Tang has
carried out more than 300 social activities and relief works
locally and abroad. It has spread its efforts to Taiwan, Sri
Lanka, Myanmar and Macau, just to name a few locations.

ChiHui Tang is supporting the formation of Dawn, an
organisation with an institutionalized execution capacity
and global vision at heart, to focus on promoting
sustainable  cultural  awareness and  educational
development programmes.
